	Category
	Best Practice

	Paraffins
	Max 3-4 per person. Label clearly. Reprint every 6 months 

	Draw Count
	Match to client sensitivity (300–10,000)

	Detox Organs
	Rough ER, Hemoglobin, Liver, Kidneys, Thyroid, Adrenals

	Meta-therapy
	Run meta-correction therapy before paraffin prep or other therapy

	Frequency Mediums
	Prefer paraffin or balm. Avoid jewelry or weak carriers

	Scans & Reports
	Run reports before meta. Save only key scans

	Software Tips
	Reset M-flags via Card Index. Don’t run reports post-therapy



🧠 Understanding Remote Sessions & DNA
	Situation
	DNA Sample Needed?

	In-person with headset
	❌ Already captures DNA

	Remote scan (no DNA ever used)
	✅ Use hair or nail sample in headset (only for 1st scan)

	Ongoing remote therapy
	❌ Not needed after 1st DNA is captured


Note: Once DNA is captured via headset or sample, it is stored in the system and does not need to be resent.

✅ DO’S
🧰 System Use & Setup
· Before traveling with Oberon:
· Notify tech support of travel plans or location changes.
· Wrap remedies in aluminum foil during mailing or air travel.
· If Oberon is running slowly:
· Check computer storage and clean up files.
· Adjust Admin Speed in Start Screen → Customize → 0.1.
· Delete old scans and records in the Card Index.
· Use an external hard drive for backup if needed.
· Open Oberon via Right-Click → Open, and pin to taskbar. Avoid double-clicking.

🧭 Session Workflow & Therapy Planning
· Structure programs in 6-week phases, focusing on 3 core systems.
· Use lowest dispersion values to identify root causes.
· Review graphs and E-level trends to track systemic relationships.
· Adjust therapy if new symptoms appear (e.g., vision, skin, digestion).

⚗️ Reprinter & Remedy Work
· Use the Reprinter to imprint frequencies into:
· Tinctures (alcohol or water)
· Paraffin balm
· Plastic discs or bracelets
· Sugar pellets
· Plastic containers or cups
· Detox paraffins may combine multiple organ topics (e.g., Liver, Kidneys, Thyroid, Hemoglobin, Rough ER).
· Max 3 paraffins per client:
· Detox (e.g. “BAC”)
· Vitamins/Nutrients
· Pain/Mood or System Support
· Label paraffins clearly and date them.
· For clients on-the-go: carry paraffin or disc in pocket, bra, belt, etc.

⚙️ Reprinter Preparation Process
1. Group and select relevant items.
2. Use AutoModel or keyword search (bacteria, virus, fungus, mold, helm).
3. Select low-dispersion items. 
4. Increase Virtual Model Numbers as needed.
5. Select medium type (e.g. water, alcohol, sugar, paraffin).
6. Adjust draw count.
7. Use appropriate Draw Count settings:
	Client Type
	Suggested Draw Count

	Children / Autoimmune / Pets
	300–1,000

	Sensitive
	500–2,000

	Average Adult
	5,000–6,000

	High Tolerance / Advanced
	Up to 10,000


8. If and INV group of topics click on INVERT.
9. Always click Start Preparation to initiate infusing remedy.
7. Apply paraffin 2–3× daily on:
· Feet, elbows, knuckles (avoid face due to lanolin density).
· Or carry if not applying.
8. Reprint paraffins every 6 months, or sooner if symptoms or scan changes.

💻 Reporting & Follow-Up
· Re-scan every 6 weeks to update and adjust therapy plan.
· Run all reports BEFORE metatherapy.
· Document with screenshots (snips) for records.
· Only keep baseline and most recent scans for tracking.

🌬️ Metatherapy Integration
· Run Detox Flush Preset before preparing paraffins or running session.
· Frequency: 1–2× daily (3× if acutely ill).
· Detox Flush supports:
· Lymph, Liver, Kidneys, Gallbladder
· Endocrine, Cardiovascular, Digestive

🧠 Advanced DOs (Practitioner Insights)
· You can imprint multiple topics into a single disc or balm — no need to separate each organ.
· Paraffin holds frequency better than jewelry or loose objects.
· Scanned organ data is an average of multiple bioenergetic points — not a single measurement.
· Reset metatherapy flags (M) by:
· Going to Card Index → Select Card → Exit (clears “M” selection)
· Check software integrity if Report 8 or Vitamin/Omega reports show odd or unchanged data. Rerun scan without therapy before comparison.

❌ DON’TS
⚠️ General Operation
· ❌ Don’t stop all therapy when traveling — maintain disc/paraffin use.
· ❌ Don’t double-click Oberon icon — can open multiple instances and crash.
· ❌ Don’t scan in high-EMF environments (router-heavy offices, planes).
· ❌ Don’t run reports after doing metatherapy — run your report first.

🚫 Therapy & Reprinter Mistakes
· ❌ Don’t forget to hit Start Preparation — no imprint occurs otherwise.
· ❌ Don’t mix inverted (INV) and non-inverted frequencies in same reprinter session.
· ❌ Don’t try to “erase” a paraffin — reassign to another client or discard.
· ❌ Don’t use more than 3-4 active paraffins per person.
· ❌ Don’t meta-therapy:
· Blood components (e.g., RBCs, WBCs) — can weaken immunity.
· Parasites, viruses unless well-trained — can trigger strong detox.
· ❌ Don’t apply paraffin to face (clogs pores).
· ❌ Don’t imprint into unknown carriers (e.g., jewelry, blankets) unless verified for frequency retention.
· ❌ Don’t over-imprint in early sessions — use low draw counts and build up.

🧬 Software & Data
· ❌ Don’t overload storage — affects Oberon performance.
· ❌ Don’t rely on AutoModel in Yoga Drugs or Nutricevticals — many require manual inversion.
· ❌ Don’t confuse high dispersion items as always needing therapy — review graph context.

⚡ Session Pacing
· ❌ Don’t stack 10+ paraffins or remedies — most clients can’t maintain usage.
· ❌ Don’t increase draw count too fast — start low and adjust as tolerance improves.
· ❌ Don’t scan multiple times a week unless for acute events — allow time for energy field to stabilize.

	Minimal retention, avoid relying on this

	Plastic cups (liquids)
	⭐⭐
	Temporary use only



🐾 Animal Applications
· Pets are highly sensitive to frequency therapy.
· Use low draw count (e.g., 300–1,000).
· Start with 1×/day — monitor behavior.
· Provide frequency-free days weekly.
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
