This guide focuses on how to perform keyword searches, select remedies, and create customized therapy plans using the Oberon biofeedback system.

1. Training Overview
· Objective: Teach members how to use keyword searches to identify deficiencies and create effective remedy plans.
· Core Focus Areas:
· Hemoglobin and Immunoglobin scans
· Keyword search setup and topic selection
· Remedy grouping and Auto Model use
· Reprinter and draw‑count settings

2. Starting the Session
1. Open the Oberon Software and select the client or self‑profile.
2. Scan Key Areas:
· Hemoglobin – for oxygenation and blood vitality.
· Immunoglobin – for immune system support.
3. Optional Add‑Ons:
· Body of Woman and Rough Endoplasmic Reticulum for hormonal and cellular balance.

3. Setting Up Keyword Searches
1. Go to the Research Page.
2. Click the asterisk (*) in the gray header to open the column menu.
3. Enable the Description column if it is not visible.
4. Use the search bar at the bottom to type partial keywords (e.g., vitamin, mineral, omega).
· Avoid plurals to capture all variations.
5. Review the number of results shown at the bottom of the screen.

4. Selecting Topics for Keyword Searches
Use the following core topics for remedy discovery:
· Allopathy – conventional medicinal remedies.
· Patented – similar to Allopathy but may yield unique results.
· Ant Topics:
· Antibacterial Preparations
· Antiviral Preparations
· Antifungal Preparations
· Ant Helminthic Preparations
· Nutritional Topics:
· Nutriceuticals and Pharmaceuticals
· Nutricevetics and Pharmaceuticals
· Nutrilite
· Nutripower
· Schüssler Salts and Oregano Preparations – for mineral and immune balance.

5. Performing the Keyword Search
1. Select your topic (e.g., Allopathy).
2. Optional: click Show All to display all available remedies.
3. In the Description column, type your keyword (e.g., vitamin).
4. Review the list and note the dispersion values:
· Lower dispersion = higher need.
5. Click Adjust All to calculate future need and progression.

6. Remedy Selection and Grouping
1. Choose 3–5 remedies per keyword search.
2. Prioritize those with:
· Low dispersion
· Clear descriptions
· High virtual model numbers (VMN ≥ 5)
3. Example keyword sequence:
· Vitamin → Mineral → Omega → Antioxidant → Amino Acid
4. Use Auto Model if you prefer automated grouping but verify selections manually for accuracy.

7. Documenting Remedies
1. Copy selected remedies into a client log or spreadsheet.
2. Record:
· Date
· Client name or initials
· Body area scanned
· Remedy names and VMN values
3. This ensures continuity between sessions and prevents duplication 1.

8. Creating and Imprinting Remedies
1. Go to the Reprinter section.
2. Choose your medium:
· Lanolin balm (preferred)
· Silicone bracelet
· Water, tincture, or sugar pellets
3. Set Draw Count:
· Start at 60 for sensitive clients.
· Increase gradually if no response is felt.

9. Layering Therapy Areas
1. After completing one area (e.g., Hemoglobin), clear selections.
2. Repeat the process for:
· Immunoglobin
· Body of Woman
· Rough Endoplasmic Reticulum
3. For deeper work, add Liver, Gallbladder, or Pancreas layers.
4. Layering ensures frequencies reach multiple body systems for sustained results.

10. Best Practices
· Deselect all before each new scan to avoid overlapping data.
· Click Dispersion before selecting remedies to stabilize the list.
· Use Auto Model for efficiency but verify manually for precision.
· Document everything, especially VMN and draw count.
· Monitor client feedback and adjust draw count or frequency as needed 1.
