🔍 What Is V-Test?
The V-Test (Virtual Test) feature allows practitioners to test several functions in the Analysis page. If using the (INV) Pathology topic v-test internal will determine if the pathology is progressive or no longer a concern. It is also used to test the effectiveness of a remedy—either internally (virtually) or externally (via physical sample)—before administering or imprinting it. This helps validate remedy choices and monitor client response.

V-Test Internal Pathology Test
Use this when determining if a pathology is progressive.
· Select the (INV) Pathology topic
· Highlight one of the pathologies 
· Click on V-Test Internal 
· Once the test is complete click on Analysis +
· Strengthening response of 10% or higher remedy is optimal to use for the area being tested.
· Weakening response of 10% or higher remedy is not ideal for this area of the body

V-Test Internal Remedy Test
Use this when you want to test a virtual imprint (no physical medium).
When to Use:
· Testing effects of a remedy before printing or delivering
· Evaluating remedy grouping (e.g., stacked nutrients)
· Monitoring response to non-physical therapies (e.g., RF-only sessions)
Steps:
1. Select remedies using Auto Model or manual keyword search
2. Click Adjust All
3. Choose a remedy and then select “V-Test Internal” located on the right-hand side of the page.
4. Click on Analysis + to review the results of the V-Test Internal
· Strengthening response of 10% or higher remedy is optimal to use for the area being tested.
· Weakening response of 10% or higher remedy is not ideal for this area of the body

V-Test External
Use this to test a physical medium (e.g., paraffin, water vial, pellets).
When to Use:
· Testing the strength of a remedy you just printed or prepared
· Verifying the remedy was successfully imprinted into the medium
· Assessing compatibility of tangible treatments
Steps:
1. Place the physical remedy (by dose) in the cup.
2. Select “V-Test External”
· Type the name of the physical remedy 
· Then select “OK”
3. Once the V-Test External scans the physical remedy – click on Analysis +
· Strengthening response of 10% or higher remedy is optimal to use for the area being tested.
· Weakening response of 10% or higher remedy is not ideal for this area of the body 

Tips for Interpreting Results
	Outcome
	What It Means

	Dispersion decreases
	Remedy is likely beneficial or well-tolerated

	EL increases
	The remedy is strengthening the system or tissue

	No change or worse
	Remedy may be ineffective or poorly matched; recheck ingredients or carrier
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
